The contract for this has been signed by BT and copy for GCPC returned. The telephone has been removed. GCPC wish to know exactly when it takes full ownership as the glass panels have not yet been replaced as promised and the electricity supply has not been stopped. It is intended to insure the  
Kiosk for £1000. Discussion took place with regard to the best place for the kiosk and its’ possible use to house a defibrillator. Breakdown of costs to move the kiosk and supply electricity need to be sort.
