Planning White Paper- nothing to report

Licence for loam works :- Cllr. Barnwell read out a communication from Sarah McAteer, (Environment Crime Officer) to R Cox, saying they are still corresponding with the owner of the site and are hoping for a solution in the near future. The permit application process can take some time. 
Previously the EA had gone in and shut down the lorry convoys, for the time being at least.

20.132.10 DEFIBRILLATOR
The kiosk will be painted when the weather is better – March /April. Defibrillator is all OK.
20.133.11. POLICE/NW
There is a communication problem between the Police and Neighbourhood Watch. Cllr Barnwell reported to the police re stolen tractor batteries and fuel from his farm, but as NW co-ordinator for Gt Cransley he has heard nothing from NW.   

20.134.12 HIGHWAYS & FOOTPATHS.
Street Lights:- all reported faults now corrected. New fault- Street Light on wall of Home Farm is broken, the clerk will report this. The light outside No 21 Loddington Rd. is again completely obliterated by trees from the garden. Mrs Lacy will contact KBC.
Fly Tipping:- This is frequent on the entrance to Bottom Lodge Farm. The clerk will continue to report this as soon as notified.
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Area of old water pump:-   Cllr Burton and Joyce were thanked for planting flowers and making the area so good after the old tree was cut down by C Holland. They will continue to look after this for some time.
