Application NK/2021/0746 14 day renotification re Unit 1 Linthorpe Way. GCPC  Objected re louvered windows which while allowing air to flow out of the building will also allow noise to escape, affecting nearby residents.
Application NK/2022/0038 re vehicle access 14 Loddington Rd. on 28.1.22  plus amended plans 02.2.22. GCPC  Support this application as essential. 
Application NK/2021/1023 re 13 Loddington Rd. GCPC to reply, No objection. Comments made that this is another small property becoming large and therefore out of reach for many people.
Application NK/2021/0934 re 5  Holly Lane- approved

Application NK/2021/1016 re Cransley Park. GCPC to object to the granting of this application. There is conflict re access for essential vehicles if the parking area adjacent to the A43 is closed. The proposed access road to the rear of the Furnace Cottages is a private road intended for the use of the occupiers of 1-4 of those cottages.
KET/2019/0903:-  A14 slip rd. Toucan crossing- was delayed re Covid .Amended start date March 2021 with completion Aug 2021. Cllr Burton said more people cross the Slip Rd from the Kettering housing estates to go to the coffee shop in Cransley Park.  It was agreed that Parish Councils from Loddington, Broughton and Thorpe Malsor are asked to chase this up.
21.137.9 NORTH NORTHANTS COUNCILLOR’S REPORTS

Cllr. Hakewill spoke re 1, Discussion taking place as some bus services may come back. 2, There will be community charges increase. 3,  Road gritting will remain the same. 4, 17th May, Travellers
Appeal – abandoned Nov.2021when a witness was taken ill – will resume. As there is nowhere else for them to go, they may be given temporary permission to stay. 4. Work is taking place the Rothwell & Desborough bypass where the entrance to a house building site is being prepared.  5. The pelican crossings on the A43/A14 roundabout are essential and have b
Cllr Joseph Smyth had no result re the Licence for the Loam Works. ( GCPC was told that Peter Stark started work on this 12th July). The Chairman asked R Cox to give the background to this. Re numbers of lorries spilling debris on Loddington Rd, with mud etc for many months. 
21.138.10 DEFIBRILLATOR – New pads have been ordered. The windows will be sealed ASAP.

21.139.11 POLICE/NW
Police have been informed that an unsuccessful break into a van on Loddington Rd was attempted. 
21.140.12. HIGHWAYS & FOOTPATHS 
Street Lights – re near 21 Loddington.Rd, where trees cut out all the light, no update. To be reported again with other lights if not repaired by the next meeting.
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Footpaths:-Cllr. Burton reported in Oct. 2021 that steps near the defib kiosk needed a repair. the reply was immediate and they would be repaired in three months.  After 3months the case is closed even if the repair is not done which was the case. Then a second request has to be made.
Asset Mapping Project:- The three Cllrs. had a zoom meeting and have looked all around the village. Cllr Spickett said it is more complicated than expected. The chairman said he understood that  Parish Councils would not be expected to take on jobs that were thought by them to be impossible. 
21.141.13  CVHMC MEETING
Cllr Barnwell had organised the old garages in the grounds of the village hall to be taken down and the debris disposed of. He congratulated Julie and Richard Cox for installing the new rails and curtains in the village hall which everyone thought looked excellent. The committee is considering asking for a deposit when booking the hall. 
21.142.14 WAR MEMORIAL LAND REGISTRATION
Cllr Barnwell will continue to try to get this sorted. The Memorial has never been owned by KBC or anyone else and GCPC decided some time ago that it should take this on and it has been paying for the insurance since then.  
21.142.15 OPERATION LONDON BRIDGE & 2022 JUBILEE

It has been decided that a party of some sort will be held in the Village Hall and organised by the village hall committee with GCPC and it is hoped volunteers will come forward to help.
Trees suggested by Cllr Burton are crab apple and dogwood recommended by the Woodland trust
