Charles Arnold- Baker 11th Edition  Local Council Administration:- GCPC agreed to 
purchase this from SLCC Enterprises Ltd, and agreed to all other payments. 
Budget and Precept for 2019-2020
The Clerk had prepared as far as possible, details of remaining expenditure for year 2018-2019 and estimates for April 2019-March 2020. Many of the items for 2019-2020 are already known.
The only new item of expenditure is £10 to NCALC to continue its Data Protection Officer Service which the clerk had accepted.
The possible impact of government cuts and the Local Government Reorganisation has meant that 
NCALC has thought it prudent to precept extra as a contingency and boost reserves.
After a thorough discussion GCPC – proposed to precept for £6800. This was proposed by Cllr. Ablett, seconded by Cllr. Bussey and unanimously agreed.

App. KET/2018/0742 by Mr P James for rear extension at 35 Loddington Rd. granted.
App. KET/2018/0890 by Pytchley Estates Ltd. Conversion of outbuilding to dwelling at The Three Cranes public house in Great Cransley. In connection with this is has been noted that the KBC has made a decision on the Asset of Community Value applied for by the Three Cranes Community Association. It has been granted for the pub but not for the outbuilding which it has designated as residential use. A target date is 17th January. See Minutes 10th Dec. 2018 for details.

uses of agricultural of B1, B2 and B8 at the old chicken farm Cransley. After discussion re the uses which would be workshops and storage, GCPC agreed to report ‘No Objection’. Cllr Barnwell reminded Cllrs that business rates would need to be looked into with KBC.
App. KET/2018/0885 by Mr Perkins for conversion of agricultural building to single dwelling with associated garage, workshop and car parking at the Old Chicken Farm Cransley. Cllrs considered the plans. The area is within the curtilage of Cransley Hall, and outside the village boundary. The building is already there and the outside appearance would not be altered. The chairman said if granted this may be setting a precedent for future applications. Chairman asked for a proposal. 
Cllr. Burton proposed ‘No Objection’, seconded by Cllr. Ablett. Voting-2 for, 1 against, 2 abstained.

Cllr. Bussey said there had been problems with receiving emails and telephoning the Heartbeat Trust about any progress on the defibrillator this had been found to be the cause of the delay.

CVMHC re water problem through Village Hall grounds:- This is an on going problem. It is thought that when the road to the houses 35A and 35B was made, the pipes taking water to the main road were blocked. Cllr. Barnwell will pursue a remedy in due course.  

With the resignation of Sue Cattell who has been on the committee for many years and has worked so hard as Secretary and then combined that with being Chairman,  Cllr. Barnwell is the temporary chairman of The Village Hall Committee. Cllr. Bussey will attend the next meeting and discuss with the remaining committee on the future.

18.124.13. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Rebecca Breakwell outlined the way forward :-
Great Cransley Neighbourhood Plan funding project plan.

Funding available from Locality.  All groups undertaking a neighbourhood plan eligible to apply for a Basic Grant of up to £9,000.    Currently you can only apply for funds that will be spent by March 2019.   The grant ceiling applies to the whole period from April 2015 to March 2022.  Whilst up to 4 applications may be submitted per group Locality anticipate an average of 2 over the course of 2018 – 2022 programme.

There is further funding for any Neighbourhood Plan group facing complex issues which constitutes Technical Support.  This could be undertaking a Housing Needs Assessment, undertaking a Environmental Impact Assessment if a group is told to undertake one by the local planning authority.

I propose that an application is made for the Parish Council’s costs incurred from mid February 2019 until March 2019 – Room hire, publicity for gathering residents to join the working group, cost of
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plans and copying existing planning documents for circulation within the working group, possible training of working group members, help with putting together a Project Plan.  The application is made online. I am more than happy to draft it in the Parish Council’s name and then, subject to the Parish Council’s approval, submit the application.    The Parish Council is the applicant as they are the Qualifying Body and must lead the Plan.

From 1st April 2019 I suggest a much broader and greater application for funds looking at identifying the issues and aims of the Plan, help with developing the evidence base, a number of Community Consultation events, the cost of any liaisonthe cost of any specialist information needed such as Wildlife records, historical records, drafting the policies.
