Risk Assessment papers for GCPC audit:- These considered by Cllrs. and signed as satisfactory by the Chairman
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Insurance:  Last year GCPC agreed to look into an alternative company for this year. The Clerk has discussed this with the Internal Auditor who agreed that Zurich might be a possibility Mrs Lacy will follow this up.
KBC Community Grant Scheme:- £790.63p awarded for the Millennium Sculpture information board will now be paid into GCPC account.
15.164.8. PLANNING

Application No KBC/2015/0911 re Old Cransley Iron works-comm. decision 08.03.16.

Cllr. D Whalley attended the meeting with Cllr. Hakewill, and a resident of Furnace Cottages. He gave details of the discussion when all the points for objection including:-1, noise levels: 2 the area for warehousing which had been 5000sq m. on the outline application increased to 25000 sq.m., and

3, contamination concern, appeared to be agreed. However when voting the application was granted by 4 votes to 3.  There was consternation amongst those attending.
Application No KET/2013/0306, update re access road, materials used on the drive at The Camp. Richard Marlow had promised an update by email for the previous meeting, this had not arrived and despite several phone calls the clerk had been unable to obtain any further information. 
Email forwarded re Outline Application No. KET/2015/0551, re Gipsy Lane / Thorpe Rd. This was response from Thorpe Malsor PC concerning the junction near the crematorium where they had suggested a “hatching” at the junction of Gipsy Lane and Thorpe Lane. GCPC agreed with this and will forward this to KBC. 
15.165.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH 

Break-in 10 Loddington Rd. through an upstairs back window while the residents were in the house. It is understood that someone has been caught by the police. No information has been received by GCPC.  No monthly crime report had been received.
15.166.10. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
Parish Survey KierWSP: – Cllr Appleby had completed this survey which was very similar to the previous one completed by then Cllr Southwell. 
Loam Company: Cllr. Barnwell had spent 3hrs with the owner and Cllr. Hakewill. 

Points raised:-Wheel cleaning device may not be until the end of the year, contamination from lorry wheels when being cleaned must not get into the ground, so must be stored and disposed of, David Goodjohn is in negotiation with the environment agency. The lorries are not owned by him and he can do nothing about the time of day lorries work or what weight they carry. Cllr. Appleby said the lorry drivers do speed but phone each other if they see a police car- this is why the police reported that the cars speed more than the lorries. Mrs Lacy will see if a camera could be installed – as had been previously.
Mr Goodjohn asked if he could put a poster on the notice board for an apprentice and also in the Chronicle. GCPC agreed to both.

Cllr. Hakewill wises to call and chair a public meeting.
