Proposed development near Rothwell Road:- This is a proposal to build 81 homes on the triangular piece of land bordering Rothwell Rd., Gipsy Lane, Thorpe lane and A14. Discussions are taking place concerning an entrance to the site. This information was received from Cllr. F Pope, Chairman of Thorpe Malsor Parish Council.

Application No KET/2016/0769 by Mr Southwell for a single storey rear extension at Holly Tree Cottage, Holly Lane, Gt. Cransley. Cllrs Agreed to reply ‘No Objection’. 
16.119.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
NW –through K Payne- sent details of a crime in Desborough and an attempted van break-in in Kettering.
Scott Little emailed ‘ No crimes in Great Cransley in October’. Mrs Lacy will contact Scott Little to enquire about the stolen vehicle from Loddington Rd. in Sept.
Meeting in Broughton:- Cllr. D Whalley attended part of a meeting concerning speeding and other matters in Broughton. Scott Little and Philip Hollobone were present. The points made were that reporting was poor, crime numbers were given out but not any interest after that.    

Incident in Northfield Rd.:- Krisz Payne reported that a man had come over her back fence at midnight and asked for lift to Broughton, he also went to another house and asked questions. The police were called and very promptly attended a vehicle that had left the road on a bend in Northfield Ave. They remained until 2.30am until the situation was resolved.
Cllr. Whalley reported that a police vehicle had been seen in the village apparently checking speeds of vehicles.
