The grant of £4,663.00 has not yet arrived. An email 2nd Oct stated the GCPC bank should be credited within 3-5 working days.
19.109.9. PLANNING

App. KET/2019/0560Mr Perkins- Variation of condition 2 of KET/2018/0885 has been approved.  The conditions were looked at. 
Morris Homes Development :- reply from Sean Bennett KBC says  the temporary construction access shall be open for the duration of the site’s construction. This will be approx. two years after which it will be closed off to traffic. 
App. KET/2018/0981re Cransley Eco Park (discussed at the Sept. meeting). More details have come to light through Thorpe Malsor PC and Cllr. Jim Hakewill including the fact the sale information said any future owner would be buying a ‘business opportunity’. Also there is doubt about the necessity of what is proposed in the application. After discussion GCPC decided to rescind the previous comments sent to KBC and agree totally with Thorpe Malsor PC and Cllr. Hakewill. The Clerk will contact Sean Bennett with this information. 
19.110.10. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
Cllr. Bussey has requested that the defibrillator and all the fittings etc. be delivered to her place of work where they can be signed for. An email from  Manjit Chahil says GCPC will receive payment

within 10 days from 2nd Oct. This has not yet arrived. 
19.111.11. POLICE/NW
The next meeting with Stephen Mold is on Tuesday  Oct 22nd. No-one |able to attend.

The Chairman said two homeless young people are sleeping in a tent on his property with his permission.
Arrests have been made in connection with illegal sheep butchery. Officers responded to a report near Welford.  
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19.112.12 HIGHWAYS
Grass cutting:- some areas have been missed out. Mrs Lacy to contact KBC.

Street lights Church Lane:_ No 6 not yet repaired. Now No 7 is not working. 
Cransley to Broughton pavement:- Cllr Burton has spoken to the owners who are responsible for the obstruction of weeds etc on the pavement. Mrs Lacy to find out if a working party was set up to help with this -would they be allowed  by Highways and would they be insured. 

Illuminated Traffic signs. The sign near the stone bus shelter has a problem with electrical supply which is being attended to. Mr Appleby – the Highway Warden- reported the sign at the Northern end of the village has bare wires at the base. NCC Highways are dealing with this. 
Obstruction of pavement at The Three Cranes :- Blackboards on the pavement have been reported as no-one with a wheel chair or pram could get by and were obliged to go on to the road. A Cllr. will suggest to the Pub. that these are put on the opposite side of the road where there is more room.
Footpath GG2:- The small gate at Cransley Park is still not able to be opened fully. The large gate is locked again- there are sheep in the field. The Chairman will see the owner again as cyclists and horse riders would have no access..
