Meeting re Thorpe Lane, Gipsy Lane, Crematorium Junction 25th July- Report Cllrs Barnwell & D Whalley. 
 The meeting discussed road junctions from the proposed new housing estate including a road from West Hill to the junction parallel to Gipsy Lane,(this was thought to be a non-starter) and three points of access from the new development to Gipsy Lane.. A roundabout at the junction had been disregarded some time ago. Various possible solutions were being investigated.

Church Lane pavement:- Cllr Appleby said this was getting worse, Mrs Lacy had written to the owner of the land asking him to take action but no result as yet. Cllr. Litter pointed out that this was not the responsibility of  GCPC,, but the Chairman pointed out that KBC were unlikely to take any action.

Mrs Lacy reported that a supply lorry had moved edging stones on the green at the end of Church Lane. The Chairman said he would deal with this as the lorry was delivering items to his farm.

Rubbish which the resident was not prepared to collect was reported to the Chairman on Broughton Hill. Mrs Lacy contacted KBC who acted promptly to remove this. The Chairman said Cllrs. should report rubbish to the Clerk who would then act.
