Licence for loam works:-  Previously R Cox had an email from Sarah McAteer – Environmental Crime Agency- saying the status of licence was ongoing . Cllr Barnwell will email Sarah McAteer asking for details re the status of the licence – has a license been applied? What is Mr Goodjohn allowed to do until a licence is granted. It is thought that he is over the limit on what is allowed at the site but he can remove soil /debris from the site. Cllrs were asked to report it if full lorries  were seen to be entering the site.
20.170.9 DEFIBRILLATOR-  Cllr. Burton has cleaned the Kiosk. To keep the floor dry. It was suggested that the floor could be built up so that any water could escape over the lip. Cllr Ablett showed Cllrs the various labels/ stickers which will be put in place in the kiosk and village after the Kiosk has been painted. Cllr Laker has the red paint and Cllr Ablett has the gold paint.
