KBC Capital Grant Schemes- Finance has been applied for re defibrillator- no result as yet.
Payment approved for  Data Protection Fee to Information Commissioner and Clerks salary etc.
Adopt Standing Orders and Financial Regs. The Clerk had compared the current orders with the previous models agreed by GCPC and marked up the present documents in pencil. These will be circulated to all Cllrs. and any amendments needed will be discussed at the next meeting 
For interest the Councillors were shown the Standing Orders for 1895 for Cransley Parish Council.
19.53.8. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN 

The Chairman had a meeting with Elaine O’Leary, Chief Executive ACRE, to discuss the financial situation, before the meeting of the Steering Committee.  Cllr. Burton said the meeting held 10th July was very good and various decisions had been made. The Clerk suggested that any notes he made should be emailed to all Cllrs. 
The main discussion was concerning finance. Originally the GCPC were assured that funding would be obtained, Elaine O’Leary has now applied for this but it has yet to be substantiated.  As a result it was agreed that GCPC would finance up to £1000 but if finance had not been obtained would then put the project on hold until such time as the project could be financially supported. 
Elaine will send an invoice for the work done by Rebecca before she left.
19.54.9. PLANNING

App. KET/2018/0981 by Mr Stein for change of use of old weir house and sand washer to education centre and museum with added parking at Cransley Eco Park, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley- No  update received as yet regarding the Planning Committee date.
App. KET/2019/0418by Mr Cawthorn. S.73A retrospective App. Change of use from Guest House into 2 no. dwellings at New Lodge Farm, Church Lane, Great Cransley. GCPC discussed this as the Guest House had never been used as such since the approval was granted in 2008. GCPC to reply that it objects to approval and that  KBC does not appear in most cases to follow up its own conditions.
19.55.10. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
The Chairman and Cllr. Ablett will speak with Cllr Bussey concerning this. The chairman has tried to speak to the Heartbeat Trust without success. GCPC have not heard from KBC re funding for this.  
19.56.11. POLICE/NW

At a meeting on 16th July, 6pm  at Wootton Hall the theme will  focus on the burglary team and the commitment to visit every victim. The Chairman will attend at the start and then continue to ACRE to the Village awards evening.
Nothing is known regarding police and ambulances in Church Lane on two occasions recently.
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19.57.12 HIGHWAYS and FOOTPATHS 

Grass cutting update:- The main areas had been cut within the last day or two but the smaller areas cut with a different implement not done yet. The areas which GCPC expects to be cut have not been  sent to KBC as yet. 

Street light Church Lane:- Light No 6 not working was reported 2nd week in May and again in June. This week the Clerk was told that person responsible for this had moved and a Mr Kanji has taken over on a temporary basis and would ring me.  Not as yet! 
Traffic Calming indicator on Broughton Hill:-  This is not working, the indicator at the north end
 of the village is OK. Mrs Lacy will write to NCC Highways
Gate on bridle way near Cransley Park:- Cllr. Burton said this is still permanently locked despite promises made. The Chairman will contact the owner again. 
19.58.13. CVHMC MEETING

The Chairman reported that the outside of the village hall has been painted, timber has been treated and the lamp standard at the bottom of the steps has been painted white. A website will be set up so people can book on line. A hog roast is planned for September. The wooden garages will be broken up and removed.
Judges for all sections of the produce show have been invited.  GCPC should receive minutes of the committee meetings. It is confirmed that the Village Hall is a registered Charity
