Application No KET/2015/0252 by Mr Judge for extension at 24 Loddington Rd. granted.

Application No KET/2013/0773 by Redrow Homes –Broughton, Non-Material Amendment concerning attenuation pond.

Application No KET/2013/0306 –dwelling at the Camp, Church Lane. KBC was contacted re the concrete kerbs that edged the drive from the road, saying they should be granite in a conservation area. The drive was then widened and surfaced with tarmac. KBC said that the condition granted was not adhered to and they would inspect the work.

15.36.10. HIGHWAYS– CLLR. APPLEBY
Cllr. Appleby said he had received complaints that the pavement in Church Lane was being blocked by vegetation – mostly laurel- from land belonging to the owner of Cransley Hall. The Clerk to write to the owner. 
The brick wall bounding the pavement on No 2 Church Lane was thought to be insecure, Cllr Appleby will speak to the owner.

15.38.12. PARISH PLAN 
 Information board for Sculpture and for War Memorial, ongoing, the Chairman now has all the necessary information.
War Memorial repair, slabs, repointing etc.- The chairman has ascertained from the owner of the land behind the War Memorial area that the retaining wall belongs to that property.  The owner is willing to repoint that wall when/if asked to do so by CPC.

War Memorial ownership – registration of title- ongoing. 

Historic England confirm the War Memorial is now designated as a grade 2 building. Papers will be forwarded to Cllr. Whalley.
He will now re-issue information for those who tendered for the repair work.
15.39.13. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN 
Mawsley Parish Council is at the same stage as CPC and The Chairman will follow the same procedure as them- with their approval. Cllr. Hakewill has offered to help if needed
15.40 14. WEB SITE
Danny Moody, NCALC will keep CPC informed re applying for grant to cover costs of setting up web site. The clerk will forward information to Cllr. Whalley on a monthly basis.
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15.41.15. FOOTPATH WARDEN

Kevin Burton was unable to attend this meeting but sent a report on the R of W and definitive map seminar he attended. These will be circulated.

No signs asking motorists to slow down can be erected on the bridle way at the end of Church Lane leading to New Lodge Farm, this would assume responsibility by Highways.

Styles are erected when fields are used for animals, GG6 path goes through arable fields and although in poor condition it is possible to open the gate.  

Bulls in fields through which a footpath goes are deemed to be safe except for certain breeds. The bull in the field re GG7 is not on the listed breed.

Cllr Appleby now has the polycarbonate sheet which will be used to repair the door.
15.43.17 NALC OPENNESS AND ACCOUNTABILITY TRAINING:-

The Chairman  presented Cllr. David Whalley with a certificate of achievement regarding this seminar.

Cllr. D Whalley found this seminar very helpful. This regime is legal from 1st April 2015. Some aspects covered similar points to those raised by the internal auditor. The chairman of a meeting has a right to prevent filming if it is disrupting the progress of that meeting. There appears to be no official policing of the council websites.
