Re Payment to Loddington PC fund re traveller’s encampment site. KBC refused the application which GCPC wishes to be upheld.  The site is near Great Cransley Parish boundary and GCPC have ascertained the contribution is legal. The £500 was proposed by Cllr.Burton, seconded by Cllr. Laker and carried by GCPC and  will be transferred from the Project Account in due course.
Letterbox flowers:- The lady who has been helping with the Cransley Chronicle for many years has suffered a bereavement, her husband has died and the Council agreed it should send her some flowers. Cllr. Bussey and Mrs Lacy to liaise with this.
Audit:- All documents referred to in the minutes of 14th May have been signed by the Chairman. Certificate of exemption PKF Littlejohn LLP has been sent to them.  The Notice of Public Rights 15th June to 24th July and all necessary information has been put on the PC website as instructed.

Reply 21.05 from Sean Bennett indicated that GCPC may have to wait for a result as in the present circumstances non-urgent matters are receiving less attention.
KET/2020/0259 by Mr Graham Omnitrade Ltd, plot C Cransley Business Park for erection of car showroom, service repair facility with external lighting, hard standing for display & customer parking with 8m lighting columns across the site. No result as yet.
KET/2020/0278 for 9 dwellings on Loddington Rd between Nos 32 &48- withdrawn. KBC says if any new similar application is received GCPC will need to send comments again.
KET/2019/0711 for 8pitch caravan site refused by KBC. Appeal made by Mr Delaney to Sec. of State. Appeal to be heard at a public enquiry. KBC to send further details when received.  GCPC is supporting Loddington PC see para. 20.33.7 above.
KET/2017/0459 by St Francis (Kettering)Ltd Approval of Reserved Matters, plot E, at Old Cransley Iron Works. This was to be put before a virtual planning committee meeting on 25.05.2020. It was approved on 28.05.2020.
The Three Cranes. The owner Mr Tilley has sent some details re altering the entrance to the site.
GCPC will consider a full Planning Application when it is received.
