Re Salary for Clerk:- A 2.75% increase agreed, backdated to April 2020. This is an annual increase of £104.35, equivalent to £ 8.69/month for GCPC Clerk. 7 months backdated increase is included in the above amount together with the £20/month expenses( tel. and room heating etc)  for Nov. 2020. GCPC all agreed. 
Gratuity for clerk:-  GCPC had previously agreed to the 3.75 % of annual clerks salary being transferred to the BIA Account  being £146.14 for 2020-2021.
St Andrews clock repair:-  Parish Councils are allowed to donate to upkeep of village clocks and several other people had offered donations. The total bill divided between them is £ 136.92 each. 

Cllr Barnwell had paid the total amount and Cllr Laker proposed and Cllr Whalley seconded that  GCPC reimburse the Cllr. for that amount of £136.92. All Cllrs agreed.

GCPC can also contribute to the repainting of the clock face which will cost approx. £2250. An agreed donation be included in the precept for 2021-2022 and will be discussed at the next meeting
Precept for 2021-2022.This needs to be completed by Jan 15th 2021. Lacy has compiled an estimate with details as far as is known and will email these to Cllrs for discussion at the next meeting. 
  

20.111.8. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Cllr. Laker said the next step was to employ a planning consultant. The signature of Cllr Barnwell was needed on some documents.
The grant of £3223.00 from Groundwork has been granted subject to certain conditions and completion of a due diligence process. This has all been completed. The finance should be in the GCPC treasurers account within a few days 
A newsletter is being produced before end of November.
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20.112.9. PLANNING

Application KET/2020/0592 by Mr B Tilley re widening of access etc.at Three Cranes. The Application was withdrawn. 

Application KET/2020/0259 -Omnitrade Ltd. Car Sales Showroom etc. Plot C Cransley Business Park. Notice of approval received with many conditions. Cllr. Burton said GCPC should write to KBC saying they should pay particular attention to para. 4,9 and 11 re hours of servicing and repair, landscaping, parking and access road, all connected with Furnace Cottages.  
Loddington working Party re travellers site- email of update sent to Cllrs, Finance target reached. No action expected for a while. Also discuss no. of spaces for travellers in Borough? Not discussed. 

Planning White Paper. This was discussed at the Rural forum 13th Oct.  Neighbourhood Plans will still be important and when the Unitary Authority comes into being it must be made sure that it adheres to the resolutions in the Neighbourhood Plans.   The Chairman had written to Kettering 

MP  P Hollowbone but not had a reply as yet. 
20.113.10. DEFIBRILLATOR / KIOSK
Cllr Ablett reported all OK . Cllr Laker still has the paint.
20.114.11. POLICE /NW
Cllr Barnwell reported that as co-ordinator at the moment, no-one has offered to take on this job.He was not contacted at all when police were called after men seen in the village hall grounds at about 4am recently. Police found a crowbar and took their car.

Cllr Burton reported the kissing gate GG7 near Loddington Rd had been replaced. Other gates were still not working as they should, he will monitor these.
The bushes on the footpath GG4 between the postbox and the first bungalow have been cut down and shredded. Cllr Burton and C Holland will liaise re the bushes in the old pump area.

M Ward is being employed to look after the grounds of the village hall. The brambles have been removed and hedge has been cut. The apple trees will be pruned. KBC wanted £895 to supply and fit a 7”square gatepost. This was thought to be outrageous. C Holland and Luke will do this for approx. £250. It will be swung from the RHS so when open the gate does not obstruct the small gate.
