App KET/2018/0981 Cransley ECO park- A greatly reduced App. Received. Re-build the former old weir house (retrospective).This is to house works concerning the operation of the reservoir. GCPC to reply in support of the application.
Morris Homes development – Thorpe Lane./ Rothwell rd. Info. Email from Thorpe Malsor PC regarding the access on Thorpe Lane. Mrs Lacy to ask for confirmation that the eventual entrance will be on Rothwell Rd.
19.92.10. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
KBC grant update. Cllr. Bussey has had replies from groups that have Defibrillators through East Mid. Ambulance, but some information received from KBC was incorrect. Cllr Bussey asked that all Cllrs look at the replies she received and the actual cost from Heartbeat Trust. These papers will be circulated and discussed at the next meeting. It appears that none of the information includes all of what the GCPC wishes to have in Great Cransley and much of the detail is vague- training- etc.

Meeting with Stephen Mold 9th Sept
Cllr Laker said that of 384 Parishes in Northamptonshire only 15 were represented. The main discussion was that the police will visit everyone who is subjected to crime- burglary being the most usual. Various brochures collected for info. to be in the Dip Bag. 
19.94.12 HIGHWAYS
Grass cutting update- everywhere was cut last time.  
Street light Church Lane- No 6 Lamp. Mr Kanji of KBC told the clerk that this had been looked at 

and the lamp standard needs a completely new lamp not just a new bulb. This is on order.
Cransley to Broughton pavement- Ian Smith of Highways has been to see this and says the first 50 yds. or so, which is the worst part, is the responsibility of the owners of the house. The rest of the pavement is about a meter wide which is acceptable, and he is very doubtful if he can find the 
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funding to clear it, but he will try.  Cllr. Burton is willing to contact the owners of the house in Holly 
Lane. Clearing the pavement by GCPC and volunteers was discussed. The insurance will be investigated
Traffic Calming on Broughton Hill- Nothing heard from NCC Highways as yet. Mrs Lacy will chase this up
Gate on GG2 near Cransley Park:- the new gate will still not open fully but at the moment the large gate is unlocked.
