20.72.8. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Cllrs were concerned that nothing seemed to be happening since ACRE’s involvement.  
Cllr. Laker said this was more complicated and technical than expected and they were in the process of applying for funding for an independent planning consultant. Broughton PC had offered to help and the Chairman suggested that a member of their Neighbourhood Planning group should be contacted as well as Cllr. Hakewill who had offered help. This was left to Cllr. Laker. GCPC thought it essential that NP goes ahead with the planning rules about to be relaxed 
20.73.9. PLANNING

App. KET/2019/0711.  KBC committee decision concerning the landscape objection was approved and will help the KBC case. No date for the appeal hearing as yet. Update from Loddington PC. received indicating the present fund and hiring of experts for their case.
THE THREE CRANES  Mr Tilley has said that Des has now left. He has proposed several possible ways of dealing with the Pub. All the residents in the village need to know about these.
20.74.10. DEFIBRILLATOR KIOSK
An estimate from J P Heath for painting the kiosk has been received. This is £270 which includes all preparation, two coats of paint- which GCPC has- Cleaning windows and applying clear mastic to window panels. Cllr. Ablett proposed this be accepted and it was unanimously agreed. 
20.75.11. POLICE/NW
No-one has come forward to be the Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator for Gt. Cransley. Another article to go in the chronicle.
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20.76.12 HIGHWAYS
Drain opposite pub blocked. Reported to Street Doctor Ref 2218473. The site has been visited and work will be done within 28 days from 28th July.
Loam works – licence- fires & smoke etc. The bad fire was not from the loam works but from someone dealing with cars which caught fire.
The loam works has been in situ since 1947. Any burning, acrid smell is not allowed from any source. The lorries under the weight limit are allowed.  GCPC decided to support what R Cox has written and write to KBC and the Environmental Agency. This would be a good way forward.
Broughton  Hill. Cllr Burton has swept the path to Broughton and has cut overhanging hedge and nettles. Thanks are due to him for this work.
20.77.13. CVHMC 
Cllr. Barnwell has a contact in Broughton who would fit a new gatepost, he would also take down redundant garages. The committee needs a volunteer to cut the grass on a regular basis. 

When the village hall opens it is not thought reliable enough to ask the user to clean everything they have used before leaving. 

Brambles from the village hall grounds are encroaching under the new fence. Cllr. Barnwell will organise removal. 

KBC say cleaning of the playground will relate to the amount of use it has.  GCPC suggest  it is the responsibility of users to spray equipment and clean hands of the children.
