Site Specific Part 2 Local plan consultation- reports from exhibition at Mawsley by Cllrs. who said that it was interesting but nothing new to report.
New proposed Local Plan SSP2 is replacing  Policy 10. After discussion it was agreed that GCPC should say to KBC- Simon Richardson – that it is emphatic in its opinion that Policy 10 should be retained to preserve the area for the future- re wild life, footpaths, public enjoyment etc.
KET/2019/0711 7 day renotification Mr Delaney – no result as yet.
KET/2019/0790 1 dwelling & double garage with associated access at 2.Loddington Rd. This has been approved. In conditions, no mention was made of the GCPC notice board. GCPC decided that as soon as any work started it would contact KBC to remind them of its original response by GCPC.  

KBC notifications of planning applications.  With effect from 3.02.2020 KBC proposes to send all planning applications by email. Where large documents are involved a printed version or disc may be sent. If a printed plan is required for council meeting discussions, a request for this will be sent.
