App. NK/2021/0977 Unit 4 Cransley Park Way. 2 storey plant room & retaining wall.
 The bridle way goes alongside the building area and is used by horses The proposed louvre windows would make a lot of noise and could scare the horses. GCPC would not object to this application providing that any windows alongside the bridle way are free of noise.
21.119.9 DEFIBRILLATOR  
Cllr. Ablett says more defib. pads are needed as the present ones go out of date in February. He will contact the Community Heartbeat Trust and then contact the Clerk for payment.  Cllrs all agreed to this. 
21.120.10 POLICE/NW
The Chairman reported that he had received the newsletter from Neighbourhood Watch
21.121.11 HIGHWAYS, FOOTPATHS AND ASSET MAPPING PROJECT 
Street Lights near 21 Lodd. Rd, no update. Lights on columns  nos. 2,4 and 5 need to be upgraded and one opposite the pub, poss No 1 is not working. 
Footpaths:- Steps on Bridle Way  near the defib. kiosk need to be attended to.   
Asset Mapping Project:- Under this scheme Parish Councils are asked to map all assets and services in the Parish that are provided by the Unitary Council by 31st March 2022.  Cllr. Bussey, Burton and Spickett offered to be the working group of AMP. It was pointed out the Unitary Authority should know what works it does, so is this just so they can instruct the lower councils to do the work themselves. It was also pointed out that eg. the men who cut the grass verges often don’t know just what is required despite GCPC giving a map to the previous KBC.
21.122.12. CVHMC MEETING
Some cancellations were received this month. The redundant garages will be removed next week.
A reminder re installation of the internet needs to done.
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21.123.13 WAR MEMORIAL LAND REGISTRATION
An email from Paul Osbourne said the registration has been rejected. Reason given is that GCPC has only been in ‘adverse possession’ since 2017 and as the land is unregistered a period of 12 years is required to support an application. GCPC – Cllr. Barnwell will formulate a letter about this.
21.124.14 OPERATION LONDON BRIDGE & 2022 JUBILEE

All Cllrs are in agreement to go ahead with Op. London Bridge so Cllr Bussey will go ahead and payment will be sent.

 Re the Jubilee 2 trees will be planted at a suitable time of year. One in Church Lane and the other in the grounds of the village hall. Suggestions for type of trees will go in the Chronicle 

For the weekend of the Jubilee it was proposed by Cllr. R Barnwell and seconded by Cllr. Bussey that the village hall is booked for a village event, unanimously agreed. 
21.125.15 WEBSITE 
After discussion it was agreed that each Cllr should have dedicated email address for GCPC. Also the email and/or Tel .No.  should be on the website with a photo or not as Cllrs wish.

21.126.16 THE FUTURE OF THE THREE CRANES

A six-week moratorium was sent by the owner to NNUA on 10th Dec. indicating that he intends to undertake a ‘relevant disposal’. Various issues caused a delay and GCPC only received information on 6th Jan. Any person or persons interested in purchasing the Three Cranes has to inform NNUA by 21st Jan. After much discussion The Chairman proposed that GCPC would not purchase The Three Cranes, this was seconded by Cllr. Bussey and unanimously agreed. GCPC decided to compose a letter with all the facts and deliver it to every house in the parish in the hope that there would be some interest. This would not be legally binding but would increase the moratorium for further consideration. The Clerk will contact the printer ASAP and Cllr. Burton offered to deliver the letters on Monday
