Application No KET/2017/0435 by Mr Cox- drive alterations at 67 Loddington Rd. GCPC to reply No Objection

Application KET/2017/0459 Cransley Park Reserved matters. GCPc to reply it agreed with Cllr Hakewill that the traffic lights at the entrance need to be in use before any work starts. GCPC to ask if finance would be available through Section 106/CIL.

17.17.10. POLICE/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

Crime report by NW- recent crimes in Kettering Borough emailed to Cllrs.

Police Commissioner, Stephen Mold, next meeting 12th July. No-one able to attend. Following meeting Sept. 7th 
Crime report from Scott Little – June – no crime reported in Great Cransley
Public Consultation re proposal that the governance of the Northamptonshire Fire & Rescue Service should transfer to the Police and Crime Commissioner, who would therefore become the Police , Fire and Crime Commissioner. Online Survey for people’s views at www.northantsfireproposals.co.uk
 Car damage:- A letter received from Jo Morrison concerning damage to cars outside her home  at 3 Loddington Rd. This was discussed by Cllrs. who said that a copy of this letter should be sent to Cllr. J Hakewill with a view to more traffic calming. Cllr. Appleby said a police car had been to watch traffic but when spotted, the lorries slowed down to about 20mph. Cars and lorries fail to take notice of the speed restrictions any more. 
17.18.11. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
H bar markings in Bridle Way:- This at the entrance to Holly Lane is not done as yet.
Footpaths:-Bridleway GG2:- Kevin Burton has sent to ROW  officer Nick Wedgebrow a request and photo of the area which needs to be cleared.  GG1 – Broughton Hill has been cleared.

Cllr Appleby said KBC keep the GG4 and GG3 clear where they start at the East side of Loddington Rd., but GG7 which starts on the West side of Loddington Rd is not cleared. Mrs Lacy to ask this be added to their list. 

Mrs Lacy has not received a reply regarding more Footpath maps as yet.

GCPC has received complaints re the restricted width of the pavement on Church Lane with tree growth and nettles. Mrs Lacy will write to the owner of Cransley Hall.
Street Lighting - post No 4 Church Lane intermittent working- will receive attention by KBC.
17.18.12 CVHMC MEETING
A request for help received from the committee regarding the broken fence and trees which interfere 
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with Village Hall parking, both on the North boundary of the area. It is believed that these and the drive to the new houses still belong to the builder. Cllr. Brnwell said two new posts and screws are needed.  GCPC will investigate and look at the original plans. The trees are not on Village Hall land.
