KBC Capital Grant Schemes- Finance has been applied to cover the cost of a defibrillator and KBC will be in touch as soon as a decision has been made.  

19.35.8. PLANNING

App. KET/2018/0827 for coffee shop and associated works at Cransley Park, approved.

App.KET/2018/0828 for 3 no. non-illuminated fascia signs etc. at Cransley Park, approved
App. KET/2018/0981 by Mr Stein for change of use of old weir house and sand washer to education centre and museum with added parking at Cransley Eco Park, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley. This was discussed and deferred for more information at a planning committee meeting. KBC say it may be on the agenda for the July meeting. Cllr. Barnwell had spent 2hrs with Mr Stein who would welcome any Cllr. to look at the site and see what he wishes to do. The KBC planners say the blue portacabin should not be on wheels. Mr Stein said it will be relocated , have windows and be clad in lapboard. 
19.36.9. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
Cllr. Barnwell will contact the Heartbeat Trust to discuss funding.
19.37.10. POLICE/NW
 Cllr. Burton had investigated the Three grant fund from police and concluded that none of the funding required by GCPC fit the criteria on offer. 
The next meeting with Stephen Mold is July 8th – Cllr. Burton is able to attend.
19.38.11. HIGHWAYS
Grass cutting:- The grass was not cut recently on the footpath steps by the kiosk on Bridle Way, or on Loddington Rd between 13 and 15. Mrs Lacy will contact KBC. It was suggested that GCPC highlight the areas to be cut on a map and give it to KBC.
Light on Church Lane:- Mrs Lacy reported this week that the light on No 6 is still not working. KBC admitted that it had been reported in the second week of May.  
Gate near Cransley Park;- In reply to request for funding for an equestrian gate near Cransley Park by Cllr. Burton, the reply was that no 106 money is available at the moment. The problem had been reported to the Rights of Way many times but they had no funding for this. Cllr. Barnwell has spoken to Mr R Knight who has ordered a gate himself.

Trees on Church Lane:- during the wet and windy weather a tree had split and blocked the road. Several people had reported this and it has been dealt with. 
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Northfield Rd possible problems:- This to go on the next agenda. Concerns about large vehicles using this single track road if they wish to get from the new building site near the crematorium to the Mill Farm to dump soil etc. Mrs Lacy will write to the developers on receiving the address.
19.39.12 CVHMC AGM MEETING
Cllr. Barnwell said all was going well. A committee had been formed with Cllr. Barnwell remaining chairman for a time.  A vice chairman was appointed who will take over at some point during the year. Other members were appointed or re-appointed.
New windows have been fitted. Stone for the grounds has been ordered and a quotation is being sort for painting the outside of the building. The July Mini Fete has had to be cancelled.

19.40.13. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Cllr. Burton reported that Rebecca Breakwell has resigned from ACRE and has given all the details and paperwork re the NP to Elaine O’Leary- Chief Executive of NACRE- who will take over the project.. Cllr. Burton gave all Cllrs a list of actions to date, concerns needed to be resolved, finance, agreements between GCPC and ACRE etc. which were discussed by Cllrs. 
An initial meeting has been arranged by Kevin to see Elaine on Monday 17th June to discuss the way forward and what has already been achieved. A meeting  for the steering group for Wed. 19th June.
After each meeting an update on the project for the website was discussed with Cllr.Whalley.
19.41.14 PARISH PLAN- WAR MEMORIAL
Nothing from Land Registration as yet.
Cllr. Barnwelll had put information at the War Memorial on the anniversary of the D- Day landings in 1944. Particularly concerning Colonel Vincent George Newman, a Marine Commando from this village  who was killed shortly after D-Day 1944 at the battle of Breville -les-Monts in the Second World War.
