Application NK/2021/0093 by Pytchley Estates Ltd. for pedestrian access on Three Cranes site to No 1A, granted.

21.15.9 DEFIBRILLATOR

 The kiosk has been painted.  Cllr. Ablett said all was OK apart from some water was getting in through windows. Cllr Barnwell will attend to this. It was noted that a first responder living in the village was also checking the defibrillator each week.
21.16.10 POLICE/NW
PLR (Police Liaison Representative) First meeting held on Zoom 22nd April. The Clerk attended, 112 at the meeting out of 150 who had signed up. Chief Superintendent Ashley Tuckley said no-one need take notes as a report would be sent to all, but this has not been received as yet. T Lacy noted that there will be  a huge investment in Neighbourhood Policing which is now preventative - before it was reactive. The county had 8 sectors with 34 local police areas each having at least 1 PCSO.
