17.56.13. HIGHWAYS
 Winter Maintenance -gritting NCC Highways review of grit bins. etc. Highways sent info. that of three which they thought were in Gt. Cransley two were in Thorpe, and one on Northfield Rd and one in Eagle Lane which they did not list. at all. The clerk sorted this by telephone and the three bins, opposite the Three Cranes, Eagle Lane and Northfield Rd will continue to be maintained by NCC.
Footpath Maps. These are now on line for anyone. Kevin Burton- as footpath warden- says the area around Great Cransley can be downloaded on to 3 sides of A4, but a larger area is obtainable. Go to NCC Website-ROW-maps. Footpaths in purple, Bridleways in Green and Byways in Rust. 
Footpath GG2 which has had a locked gate since May is now unlocked but will be monitored. Although not used by horses very often, cyclists do use it. Cllr. Barnwell will look at this and maybe a suitable gate will be suggested. He will liaise with Kevin.
Grass cutting areas- no information as yet.
