He pointed out that those who live in the town just  pay to KBC and NCC but all those people who live in a Parished Area, ie the villages, also have to pay a Parish Council Tax which increase each year to pay for essential items, Insurance, Salary for the clerk, audits etc. As before at similar meetings this seemed to be news to KBC who could not understand  the frustrations that these villagers feel when they pay twice for various amenities.
