15.127.2. 5 MIN. EACH ALLOTTED TIME FOR MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC.

Mr H Roger of 43 Loddington Rd. spoke about the heavy lorry situation which affected those living nearer to the road on the top end of Loddington Rd. more than other people. He said the 12 wheeled lorries, more than 40 a day- 80 passes- made the houses shake. He said the better route would be via the Loddington T junction and the Thorpe Rd. to A14.and speed limits should be imposed on the lorries. He spoke of other matters of which the GCPC were well aware.

Mr B Robertson of 39 Loddington Rd. agreed with the previous speaker. He added that the operations have changed from previously and now lorries contain concrete and rubbish which they grind up for use as bases for roads and sports fields etc.

The Chairman thanked both speakers and said after the few obligatory items the meeting would go to item 10 on the agenda – The loam company- which they were welcome to listen to.

Precept 2016-2017 discussed. –email from NALC says no capping for 2016-2017.  Details of previous year given to Cllrs at Nov. 2015 meeting. Cllrs discussed projects in hand where grants have been promised for part payment and the rest from the project account. GCPC estimated that any possible increases to expenses could be absorbed by asking for no increase in the precept for 2016-2017. Therefore Mrs Lacy will ask Kettering Borough Council for £5000 for 2016-2017.
SLCC subs due:- Agreed these are sent. 
Changes to External Audit:- Details from NCALC forwarded  to Cllrs. GCPC will still deal with BDO for the external audit for the next two years, ie, year ending March 2016 and year ending March 2017. After this, Parish Councils may appoint their own auditor if they wish. NCALC, SLCC, and others bodies got together to procure external audit for Town & Parish Councils who will be opted in to this arrangement unless they specifically choose to opt out.

15.130.10. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
Loam Company:- The Chairman said many discussions have taken place to try and alleviate the problems. Police, Highways, NCC and KBC have all been notified. The police visited the site in Nov., since when the road cleaners have been many times, unfortunately the bigger items are removed but much is left leaving a very muddy surface. Cllr. Hakewill with Parish Cllrs. are due to visit the site but this could not be arranged before Christmas. Cllr. Barnwell preferred to talk to the owner to try and get his co-operation in the first instance. Cllr. Appleby said lorries taking top soil to the site are uncovered but others are covered so contents cannot be seen. 
Cllr. Barnwell said GCPC had little influence and he encouraged the speakers to write to their KBC and NCC rep. Cllr. Jim Hakewill as this would have more effect.
