S73 App. KET/2020/0891-variation of conditions nos. 6&8 – off site road improvements from KET/2019/0903. GCPC agreed unanimously to reply ‘No Objection’
App. KET/2020/0863 by Mr Driscoll for solar panels at The Oaks Church Land Gt. Cransley
GCPC agreed unanimously to reply ‘No objection’
ENFO /2020/00043 Breach of planning control, Cransley Eco Park. The Clerk had emailed Sean Bennett – the officer dealing with the matter to ask for an update since the last communication May21st 2020. No reply as yet. It is understood that family illness has contributed to this.
Licence for loam works.  R Cox had an email from Sarah McAteer – Environmental Crime Agency- saying the status of licence was ongoing . GCPC will contact the agency for an update and to report that there appears to be tipping on another field area near the original site in question. 
Future of The Three Cranes. GCPC unanimously decided the offer from Mr Tilley regarding the Village Hall not possible. 
20.151.9 DEFIBRILLATOR-  Cllr. Burton offered to clean up the inside of the Kiosk. Some water was on the floor. Research will be done re labels on the glass panels. Otherwise the rest is OK. 
20.152.10 POLICE/NW
Police meetings-Jan 18th , Feb.22nd and March 23rd . Jan 18th no-one could attend.
Police Survey ending Jan 11th – emailed 21.12.20 asking for offers to complete. Cllrs Barnwell, Burton & Laker responded.
Request from NALC :- ‘To appoint a Police Liaison representative to act as a single point of contact with Northamptonshire police’ After discussion The Clerksaid she would take on this role.
20.153.11 HIGHWAYS & FOOTPATHS 
Streetlight near No 21 Loddington Rd. The clerk has had no results trying to find who is responsible for problem of trees obliterating the light from the street lamp. Cllr. Hakewill suggested an email to Ian Boyes who is the Highways Liaison Officer could be the next step. 

Landrover on Village Green  Bell Buoy. The vehicle has phone numbers on the side and is insured.

Mrs Lacy informed Street Doctor and police. The police were there for 6 hours while the vehicle was removed with help from local farmer’s gear and personnel.  It has been left on Loddington Rd road by the pub.
Flooding. There has been flooding on Church Lane – water from the road to Cransley Wood has caused problems in homes. Mrs Lacy will inform Street Doctor re cleaning out the road drains.
Street sign. Cllr. Barnwell said he is trying to find some letter ‘0’s for the old type street sign at the     village end of Northfield Rd.
Footpaths. Cllr. Burton reported that neighbours adjacent to the footpath GG13 from Bridle Way have done some tidying up / repairs. GCPC Cllrs. asked Cllr. Burton to thank them personally.
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20.154.12. CVHMC MEETING
The light in the ladies toilet needed attention and a new fitting has been installed. The village hall is closed until further notice.
20.155.13 WAR MEMORIAL  LAND REGISTRATION
The Clerk emailed the solicitor who was dealing with this on 11th Jan. , asking for an update as nothing had been heard since 5th Sept 2020.  The reply14th Jan. said that A Statement of Truth is required by the Land Registry, this will be sent to Cllr. Barnwell next week.
The figure by the War Memorial will be taken down when this is possible, laminate will be repaired and painted ready for next November 11th.
20.156.14 POTENTIAL HIRE OF SPEED DETECTOR
There is a possibility that a speed detector can be hired to go on a lamp post. Sites near the care home and Church Lane and the cost involved were suggested and would be agreeable to GCPC.

It was decided to leave the site as it is as it is working OK. GCPC do not wish the site to become a place where the public can enter into discussions.

All necessary details needed by the diocese regarding cost etc. for repainting /gilding the clock face have been sent. It is hoped a result will be received by end January.
