App. KET/2018/0895 by Mr Perkins Retrospective App. Change of use from Agricultural to mix uses of agricultural of B1, B2 and B8 at the old chicken farm Cransley. Approved.

App. KET/2018/0981 by Mr Stein for change of use of old weir house and sand washer to education centre and museum with added parking at Cransley Eco Park, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley. 

GCPC support this application but wish KBC to note that coaches are too large to have access to the site and there is no suitable parking on Eagle Lane. By arrangement with NCC, school buses are not allowed to use Northfield Rd or Eagle Lane which are single track roads 
App. KET/2019/0089 by Mr Stein Cransley Eco Park CIC for 2 no. shepherd huts and 2 no. log cabins for use as holiday lets. Siting of mobile unit for use as café at Cransley Eco Park CIC, The Old Filter House, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley. GCPC support this application.
Isham PC - help asked for re an appeal that a development should not take place until a bypass for the village is in place. GCPC to reply that it is too far away from the site to have any authority

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18.163.11. HIGHWAYS 

Grass cutting update. Mrs Lacy had been in touch with KBC many times asking for a plan of the grass areas KBC cut at the moment. Another message was given today to a member of the department. The owners of No 7 Bridle Way complained to a Cllr. that the grass footpath alongside their property had not been cut. Another area in Church Lane opposite Old Lodge Farm needs attention.
Street light Church lane. The light on the cross roads at the start of Church Lane is not working and has been reported.

Rights of Way  – Cllr. Burton- the footpath warden - said the frequently locked gate on GG2 at Cransley Park has been locked since Nov.2018. and he will contact ROW about this. In two fields – Cransley to Loddington, GG7 and Cransley to Broughton GG1 have been ploughed and the footpath not indicated. The same situation has been noted for the previous 5 years. The Chairman said he automatically re-instates footpaths across his fields and all farmers should do likewise
Cllr. Barnwell said the Cambridge University drag hunt came across his fields without asking for permission.
