Mr M Cross spoke re the planning application KET/0278/2020 and all the relevant details he spoke of were also in a copy of an objection that Mr R Cox has sent to KBC.
Cllr. Hakewill wished to give  reports:-

NCC Report:

The Covid-19 figures for Northamptonshire were 1,165 confirmed cases and 429 deaths.

Household Waste Recycling Centres (HWRC) often described as the "tip" were due to open on Monday 18th after the Covid closedown. It was very unclear what "essential" waste actually was defined as but time will tell. Queues are expected and residents should do their best to keep trips down to the minimum.

Current estimate of the cost of Covid-19 to NCC is £57 million of which Government has agreed so far to underwrite £30 million leaving £27 million to be identified.

County Council budget expected to come in with an underspend of £600k for 2019/20.

KBC Report
Great Cransley Road Loddington unauthorised travellers site. Appeals against the Enforcement Notice served and refusal by the KBC Planning Committee or the Planning Application will be held together by Informal Inquiry. No timescale is yet identified and the actual method of carrying out the Appeal will be to some extent dictated by the Covid-19 implications for meetings in person.

No particular detail on the KBC budget implications but income will be dramatically down on things like car parking, landlord income from owned properties and fees and charges such as planning.

North Northamptonshire Council will be 150+ councillors sitting comprised of all Councillors from Kettering, Corby and Wellingborough Boroughs and East Northants District along with the County Councillors from the same area.

The Planning Policy Committee will meet on the 21st May to consider sending the Local Plan Part 2 for consideration by a Government Inspector.  I commend the Great Cransley Council for pursuing their Neighbourhood Plan.

Kettering will get its own Town Council in next Mays elections.

Paid ACRE subs. & Village viewpoint 2020-2021, NCALC Subs, Internal Audit, Data Protection 2020-2021 and T M Lacy Salary & expenses. The above with approval of GCPC.
GCPC agreed Clerk’s salary plus expenses and admin. should be paid, no details on annual salary increase has been decided as yet, but will be backdated to April 2020. GCPC to pay insurance. 
Internal Audit:- The Internal audit has been completed and the report has been received.

Certificate of Exemption AGAR 2019/2020 Part 2 approved, to be signed by the Chairman.
Finance & Management Risk Assessment:- An additional paragraph was inserted in the category ‘Business continuity’ about the risk re the pandemic.  Cllrs agreed this should be signed.

Asset Register:-Cllrs agreed no alterations necessary, should be signed by the Chairman. 
Code of Conduct:- a recent copy was seen by Cllrs.and approved. This will be signed by the Chairman after grammatical errors have been corrected.
20.15.8. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Cllr. Laker said the end of the financial package has now been reached. It has not been renewed as yet re Covid 19. A date for a meeting will be arranged to discuss whose help is needed and for what.
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20.16.9. PLANNING

KET/2019/0089 re mobile unit for use as café (welfare hut) refused by KBC.  ENFO/2020/00043  Re  breach of planning control Cransley Eco Park in hand for KET/2019/0089.  GCPC should by now have had an update indicating if there has been a breach of planning control and what action, if any KBC can take. Mrs Lacy will contact Sean Bennett
KET/2020/0259 by Mr Graham Omnitrade Ltd, plot C Cransley Business Park for erection of car showroom, service repair facility with external lighting, hard standing for display & customer parking with 8m lighting columns across the site. GCPC to suggest that these lights on these 8m columns are shaded so they don’t have an adverse effect on the residents of the Furnace Cottages, otherwise GCPC has no objection.
KET/2020/0215. This App. is not in Cransley Parish but the site in Mawsley is adjoining Cransley Parish Boundary. The site is not within the Mawsley village boundary, but only within their Parish Boundary. GCPC sent reasons for objection. The Chairman declared an interest did not take any part in this decision 
KET/2020/0278 for 9 houses on Loddington Rd between Nos 32 & 48, area RA/146. 
GCPC agreed that this application should be refused. A member of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee, which includes some Parish Cllrs., has produced a detailed document indicating the numerous reasons why this app. should be refused. The Parish Cllrs. unanimously agreed with all of this document and that this application should be refused and will so inform KBC.

KET/2019/0711 for 8pitch caravan site refused by KBC. Appeal made by Mr Delaney to Sec. of State. Appeal to be heard at a public enquiry. KBC to send further details when received. 
Details of what Loddington Parish Council are proposing to do was received by GCPC. It wishes to employ a most experienced legal representative to act for them and as a result of the cost of this is asking for contributions. Cllr. Burton suggested £500, seconded by Cllr. Laker who suggested more would be appropriate. Mrs Lacy said this of course had not been budgeted for in the precept. More information is needed. Is it legal for GCPC to support another PC? Has Lodd. PC formed a subcommittee to deal with all issues? KBC originally said that Finance was not a problem, so why employ others?
Cllr. Barnwell and Cllr. Burton will make enquiries. People in Loddington have been threatened.
20.17.10. DEFIBRILLATOR Cllr. Ablett said everything is fine, reports are done as agreed.
Linda Harvey who is a first responder and lives in the village is willing to arrange a seminar for instruction when the Village Hall is re-opened. Cllr. Bussey will collect the red paint for the kiosk when possible. The Clerk has sent details of cost and photos to KBC as requested on receiving the grant.
