17.85.9. PAYPHONE KIOSK UPDATE
The copies of the contract to purchase the kiosk –signed at the last GCPC meeting were sent to BT who signed and returned a copy for GCPC. GCPC now owns the kiosk. BT will continue to be responsible for the electrical supply and any payments to electricity companies for that supply.
BT reserves the right to disconnect the supply in the future, should this become necessary. GCPC will accept this arrangement and in view of this leave the kiosk in its present position for the time being. 
Mrs Lacy has confirmation that the Kiosk is insured for £1000, has been put on the GCPC Assets Register by Zurich. There is no charge this year but maybe a few pounds extra next year.
Cllr. Bussey will now investigate costs and types of defibrillators with a view to apply to KBC for a grant. Cllr Bussey and Cllr Ablett will clean the Kiosk.
