The new pads were received- no charge
The Chairman has looked at all the windows in the kiosk and could not find any which needed resealing. A neighbour will look when we have rain.

Street Lights – re near 21 Lodd. Rd. The tree has not been cut down and the lamp standard and light cannot be seen.  Other lights not working are :- on the entrance to Church Lane on village green:  outside the Village Hall Lodd. Rd. No 7:  opposite the pub. Lodd Rd. No 1.
