Changes to External Audit for 2017 –2018 and thereafter. GCPC unanimously agreed will remain opted- in to the Sector Led Body arrangements for the procurement of the external audit. This is the default position (in Law). 

KBC Budget consultation meeting 21st Jan:- No Cllr. was able to attend.

NALC Good Cllrs. Guide 2016, 5th edition. GCPC agreed to purchase 5 copies for £15.
15.146.8. PLANNING

Applications No KET/2015/0888 for extensions at Cranthorpe House, granted.
Application No KET/2015/0897 at The Poultry Farm, Broughton Hill, prior approval was refused, the application did not satisfy various criteria concerning agricultural use. KBC did not know why GCPC was not informed when decision was made.

Application No KBC/2015/0911 re Old Cransley Iron works-The committee decision has been deferred to March 8th. Cllr. Hakewill pointed out that this application if granted is nothing like the outline application and would involve considerable movement of large vehicles to the four warehouses causing noise and more traffic on the A43 than was envisaged. No certificate has been received to say the site is free of contamination. Cllr. Hakewill is of the opinion that the site has the potential to be something that KBC could be proud of but this is certainly not the case with this application. He will do all he can at the committee meeting to have this application refused.    
Application No KET/2013/0306, update re access road, materials used at The Camp. The owners suggested a solution which KBC rejected. Mrs Lacy was promised a written update from Richard Marlow but this has not arrived.   

Application KET/2015/0955 by Mr Gatiss for two storey side extension and single storey rear extensions at 28 Loddington Rd. Approved. 

Application No KET/2016/0053 by Mr Simson for a single and  two storey rear extensions with flat roof to existing side extension at 9 Bridle Way, Gt. Cransley. GCPC agreed to reply No Objection.
15.147.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
Police Officer Jason said in January there had been one theft from a vehicle in The Three Cranes car park. That was the only reported crime. 

The number for the public to ring for non-emergency problems is 101 when they would be able to 
speak to a police officer, otherwise the 999 emergency number is still in force. 
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Cllr. Barnwell said he had seen a speeding vehicle in Church Lane. Officer Kirsty said they had been to the end of Church Lane several times recently and saw nothing amiss. 

Road Harm article :- agreed can go in the chronicle if there is room
15.148.10. HIGHWAYS
Loam Company – mud on road problems. Cllr. Hakewill gave a brief history of the loam company and said what KBC and NCC and Highways had done recently.

Regarding speeding vehicles Police Officer Kirsty said they had not seen lorries speeding, there was more of a problem with cars. Vehicles cannot be stopped from using the roads!
Cllr Hakewill said a meeting had been arranged between himself, Cllr. Barnwell and the owner of the Loam Company, David Goodjohn. And this would be reported on to the GCPC.

15.150.12. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Mawsley PC has not yet made a decision whether to continue. The Chairman pointed out that Mawsley does have land outside the village boundary that is within the Mawsley Parish Boundary. 
Cllr. Littler said on Sat 20th Feb there would be a consultation re. Broughton Neighbourhood Plan in Broughton Village Hall. Cllr. Ablett may go to this.

MILLENNIUM SCULPTURE INFORMATION BOARD
The Chairman has received some suggestions from residents about the content and wording for this. He has incorporated this information and now will contact the makers and ask for a definite quotation. GCPC has already been promised £790.63 towards the cost from the KBC Community Grant Scheme.
REPAIR AND CLEANING OF THE WAR MEMORIAL AND SURROUNDING AREA

Cllr D Whalley has now received two quotations for the necessary work from stone masons. After discussion Cllr. Whalley proposed that GCPC accept the quotation of £1428 from Mr Tebbutt.
This was seconded by the Chairman and carried unanimously. 

A grant of £1080 has been promised from the War Memorials Trust. This will leave shortfall of £348 for GCPC to contribute to this project.

After the work is completed a small plaque about the erection of the War Memorial will be erected. A grant for this will be requested from the KBC Community Grant Scheme. Cllr. Barnwell is still trying to find details of one person named on the War Memorial.
