Destroyed 30mph sign Loddington Rd. this is now fully repaired and Ian Boyes has been thanked.
H bar markings in Bridle Way :- Ian Boyes suggested having the white H Bar to start with and see how this worked. If there is still a problem – as white lines are only advisory- GCPC could the ask for yellow lines. This process takes about a year starting with a review in late summer, legal process occurring over the Autumn and lines being introduced the following Spring. GCPC agreed to this suggestion and the Clerk will inform Highways.
Footpaths:- Kevin Burton said GG7 is now clear and he has asked Nick Wedgbrow (Rights of Way Officer) to ask the owner of the field through which GG1passes to clear a way as the crop is now a 
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Meter high and very difficult to use.
