 Licence for loam works -update 

In March 2021 Peter stark took over from Sarah McAteer at the Environmental Crime Agency and at that time knew nothing about the Loam Works. Nothing has yet been heard from him. Cllr. Barnwell will get in touch. 
App. NK/2021/0466 by Mr Qureshi for slate removal, roof repairs and new slates at Cransley Hall. GCPC agreed to support this as there have been problems in this area for many years and it is essential this work is done for the upkeep of the listed building.  
App. NN/21/00021/WASFUL for a sui generis waste management facility at  Unit 1 Linthorpe Way, Cransley Park . GCPC to reply no objection providing that the terms indicated, re numbers of lorries,
times and days of arrival, noise after 11pm, odour controls to be acted upon continuously and light shielding from nearby properties ate strictly adhered to. 

App. KET/2019/0089 and ENFO/2020/00043 re breach of planning control at Cransley Eco Park, the Old Filter House, Eagle Lane . GCPC understands that this is about to be sold. GCPC has heard nothing back from Sean Bennett since Dec. 2020 when he was asked to resume his investigation ASAP and the mobile hut is still there. The clerk will contact Sean Bennett. 
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App KET/2020/0891 variation of conditions of off site road improvements from 

KET /2019/0903.related to the Toucan Crossing on the A14 slip road.. This was received in Jan 2021. It was delayed re Covid but had an amended start date of March 2021, completion August 2021. Work has not started. GCPC to investigate further. 
21.34.9 DEFIBRILLATOR

Cllr Barnwell now has the sealant for the kiosk windows and will use this ASAP
21.35.10 POLICE/NW
Police Matters/Neighbourhood Watch .  Police meetings 15th June,  no-one able to attend, and possibly no-one for 12th July either.

Police survey:- Was answered individually by Cllrs.

NW:- Cllr Barnwell said the Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator Jane Colcott who has not been well, is back at work. He expects to receive local news as lately he has only had the countrywide news items.
21.36.11 HIGHWAYS, FOOTPATHS & MAPS
Street Lights – re near 21 Loddington. Rd. Cllr Hakewill has confirmation from North Northants Colleagues saying that under the Councils Tenancy Agreement the problem with the trees obscuring the street light is the tenant’s responsibility. They are trying to resolve the situation. As a last resort NNC would do the work and charge the tenant.
Village Green damage  Appears to be OK
