App. KET/2019/0418 by Mr Cawthorn. S.73A retrospective App. Change of use from Guest House into 2no. dwellings at New Lodge Farm, Church Lane, Great Cransley. GCPC reply acknowledged. No more update.
App. KET/2019/0499 – Poultry Farm, non-material amendment to replace chimney with 2no. flue pipes and insert 10 no. roof lights. GCPC not consulted.  
Pre App.from Mr Tilley re. alteration of entrance to The Three Cranes. 

GCPC replied saying that should a tenant be found and after a period of time it is thought necessary to alter the entrance, GCPC may look at the proposal again, but now it would reject the proposal.

Cransley Park Road Names:- Road 1 Linthorpe Way, Road 2 Bessemer Road. The Chairman explained the connection of these names with his family.
19.74.10. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
KBC have approved a grant of £1400 which necessitates GCPC purchasing the equipment from East Midlands Ambulance. The Clerk will contact KBC to ask what other bodies have done this. Cllr. Bussey will contact East Mid. Ambulance to find out details of what they would supply and upkeep, installation, training, insurance  etc. GCPC asked KBC for £2200 which includes all these items.
19.75.11. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

Charity Cycle ride:- Left to Cllrs. if they wished to participate.  
Meeting with Stephen Mold 9th Sept.:_ Cllr. Laker will attend if the date remains the same. 
Cllr. Barnwell attended the first part of the meeting with Stephen Mold on 16th July. The main
subject was that priority be given to house burglaries with all those affected having a visit ASAP after the event.
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19.76.12 HIGHWAYS/ FOOTPATHS ETC.
Grass cutting update:- All the grass appears to have been cut this time 
Street light No 6 Church Lane:- Still not working, Mr Kanji said he would contact the relevant dept.
Traffic speeding- Loddington Rd, Broughton Hill, Church Lane. The Clerk has reported the traffic calming indicator on Broughton Hill but it is still not working. The Neighbourhood Plan wishes to monitor the traffic throughout  the village, this now costs and would be added to the total costs of the plan. Speeding also involves Loddington and Broughton
Waste Soil. Cllr. Barnwell has spoken to Mr Goodjohn who says the waste soil from the development Northfield Rd/ Rothwell Rd does not come to the site at Gt. Cransley. He has told other drivers not to use Northfield Rd. but that is all he can do.
Pavements. Cllr. Burton showed photos of the width of the available part of the pavement on Broughton Hill. On parts it is impossible for two children to walk side by side where  grass and weeds have encroached, and it is dangerous. The Clerk will contact Highways. Cllr. Bussey suggested a team of volunteers could do this work. This would entail taking away the soil and insurance for helpers.  
Gate near Cransley Park. Not quite OK as yet, an obstruction prevents the gate from opening properly. Cllr. Barnwell will contact the owner again. 

Bushes on the side of the  footpath near post box:-. Cllr. Burton has emailed Sarah Parr twice with no reply.
19.77.13 CVHMC MEETING
Cllr. Barnwell said there is now a fairly large committee and all is OK. The minutes of several past Committee minutes are in the Dip Bag. The Clerk asked that any text should be given to her by the same member of the committee each month, not paragraphs from several people.
