He thinks after that the annual cost would be approx. £48. All Cllrs agreed this mapping would be a very good idea and thanked Cllr. Burton for investigating it. 
Footpaths Reported 28th May, 2754622; GG1, where footpath to Broughton meets the A14. Gate and post fallen down. Comment from Cllr. Burton, there is never any livestock  in this field. I suspect the only reason that a repair is requested is to prevent dogs off leads running onto the A14.
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Reported 13th and 29th June, 2787974 and 2825228: GG2 Bridleway to Kettering, overgrown vegetation. Comment from Kevin, no real issue for Walkers and equestrians, but very difficult for cyclists.

Reported 16th June, 281975: GG4, top step of Style loose. Reported by Kevin.

Reported 8th July, 2850578: Gullies blocked on Broughton Hill.

Cllrs reported that the wooden supports for the earth steps on the footpath near the Defibrillator Kiosk were broken.
Cllr Burton will attend a zoom training session on 12th July, he has already attended a pre-training session.
