Traffic Calming -Broughton Hill:- Ian Smith of NCC Highways said he will do his best to get a repair but at the moment he is doubtful. Cllr Hakewill was asked to find out. GCPC needs to know just what is wrong with the speed indicator light, as it might be able to fund a repair.

KBC personnel and Cllr Hakewill attended to give GCPC some help in the way forward.

Cllr. Hakewill spoke of the possible advantages should KBC not have enough building land supply

and it would be easier to obtain land in villages that had no N Plan. Andrew agreed that the site RA/146 is the sole possible site for 15 houses in Great Cransley. 

Andrew will send details of the N plans of small villages that could help GCPC to formulate a plan for the next stage. Although Broughton offered to help it is such a large village and very different. The problems with mud and debris on Loddington Rd  from the loam company could be part of the plan- suggesting a move to an industrial site. Cllr Whalley  said GCPC should  be looking into funding for the N Plan with the object of paying for professional help.
