KBC Capital grant scheme:-Email from KBC saying GCPC application has been successful and has been awarded £790.63p towards the information board for the Millennium Sculpture. Mrs Lacy will ask for the finance to be paid to GCPC immediately. The Chairman will now continue with the
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organisation of the project which could take 8-12 weeks to produce once all final details are in place.

Application KET/2013/0306:-Update re paving surface at The Camp, Church Lane Great Cransley.

Mrs Lacy received a message today that Richard Marlow wrote to the applicant in September but heard nothing. He will chase this up week beginning 12th Oct. He said the item concerned cannot be implemented until the house is occupied and when he last visited this was not so. Cllrs said the house has been occupied for several months.

15.89.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH 

Email from Francesca Kirtley-Paine of Northants Police asking for details of any parish newsletter that is produced by GCPC. Articles could then be sent for inclusion. GCPC agreed and Mrs Lacy will send details.
The Chairman received a request from the police for information re the Geidts/Weller problems. He replied that this was nothing to do with the GCPC. He would supply copies of letters sent to him as Chairman of the GCPC but nothing more. He has told the police about the boundaries etc. There is no record of meetings between PCSO and householders .There is a new station sergeant at Desborough.
15.90.10. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
The light street light near No 12 Loddington Rd has finally been mended.
KierWSP sent details of re-organisation, their contract has been extended to 2020. This has been forwarded to all Cllrs. GCPC will still be able to discuss matters with Ian Boyes. Mrs Lacy has repeated to KierWSP the fact that Cllr. Appleby is the Highway Warden.
Enhancement Gang:-Nothing has been heard since the requests formulated by then Cllr. Southwell had been sent to NCALC. Papers will be given to Cllr. Appleby.

Lorries to Loam Company:- Cllr. Appleby reported that at least 25 20ton lorries a day were visiting the site loaded with rock, clay and rubbish. The used all three entrances to Gt. Cransley including single track Northfield Rd. Mrs Lacy to consult Cllr. Hakewill for advice on who to contact- Highways or Environmental health.
A highway drain on Church Lane near the barns belonging to R. Barnwell does not work resulting in water being directed into his garden. Mrs Lacy will report this.
