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Remembrance wreath for November
This has been ordered via P Appleby.

Cllr Barnwell has discussed the usual Memorial Service at the War Memorial in Gt Cransley with the vicar and the conclusion was that it would be folly to hold this with the numbers of elderly people likely to attend. People could pay their respects at home or visit the site when they wished. Cllr Ablett proposed that Cllr. Barnwell should lay the wreath, all agreed, he accepted this and said he would do this at an unspecified time. 
Re Unitary Authority- possible election and other costs for precept.
The estimate for Great Cransley from Martin Hammond -KBC – is £598. This is one third of the total cost as elections will be held on the same day using the same venue for the Unitary Council and the Police, Fire and Crime Commissioner. If the Parish Council had a bye election it would pay for this in its entirety. The Chairman suggested that a ring fenced account  would be appropriate for this.

No other costs are known  now, but PCs  would not be expected to pay for other services for the coming year.. 
Making Risk Management Simple- from Zurich.  Much of the content of this 129 page document is not applicable to GCPC. The clerk said pages 18,19, 21,34,35,54,56,59,76,81,86,90,96 and 99 were particularly relevant. It should be noted that when Cllrs. or volunteers do work involving tools they should be checked and risk noted by GCPC. Grounds – such as the playground and bus shelters etc should be inspected by a Cllr. on a regular  not on an ad-hoc basis and a note made that this has been done. Disuss next month
20.111.8. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Gordon Smart has decided to leave the group, the clerk will write a letter of thanks for his help with the History of Gt. Cransley. Business commitments make Cllr. Laker unable to continue as Chairman.. Cllr. Bussey will approach a resident with a view to act as Chairman for just this particular project. A bid for funding of £3,500 to finance the project until March 31st 2021 will be submitted by the end of October. More people are needed for this plan, Cllr Burton will approach a resident who had previously offered help. A ’News Letter’ will be delivered to all residents of the Parish before the end of November.
20.112.9. PLANNING

Application KET/2020/0592 by Mr B Tilley re widening of access and change of use of part pub garden to car park and garden for No 1A.

GCPC to reply ‘After discussion it was unanimously voted upon that as the Pub is for sale the splitting of the garden which was well used when the pub was in operation would be detrimental to the possibility of a sale and it should remain as part of the commercial property.

Any potential owner could put in an application for this and the widening of the entrance if thought to be necessary.’ 
Cllr. Barnwell said that any person or persons interested in buying should contact Mr Tilley.
Planning White Paper
An opinion will be sent that would object to any change where local planning authorities would have little say in development in their area. Having a completed Neighbourhood Plan would help.

This will be discussed at the Rural Forum when more proposed details may be known and GCPC will then reply.
20.113.10. DEFIBRILLATOR 
Painting of the kiosk will be done as soon as possible.

Cllr. Barnwell has received a new leaflet  (usually each quarter) from Neighbourhood Watch.
In the past the co-ordinator has received sufficient for each house, so he will look into this and request more copies. 

Cllr Barnwell has noted that dogs are again worrying sheep. This is dangerous for pregnant sheep and he will place notices around the sites.
