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Request from Village Fund for £34.26p to finance Chronicle 2013-2014, action-Cllr. Barnwell.  
CPC paper & envelopes:- KBC will no longer provide this. They may well print the letterhead when more is needed. Cllr. Ablett suggested speaking to Ashley about this, and the name change to Great Cransley Parish Council. 
BDO Audit:- BDO requested more information re. why the income had reduced excessively. The Clerk sent back comprehensive details of the playground expenses and grants for these with which BDO were satisfied.      
KBC Capital grant scheme:- KBC sent information by letter re the grant on 17th June 2015. Any request must be received by KBC by 31st July 2015, and preference would be given where some form of matching finance was available. For CPC the capital grant could be £500-£2500. 
Cllr. D Whalley pointed out at the Rural Forum Meeting that CPC has only one meeting to discuss this which was impossible. Some Parish Councils would have no meeting at all. Cllr. Whalley had asked the Clerk to suggest to CPC that any request should have a clause indicating the short time scale and that figures would be approximate only. CPC discussed the options and decided to continue the Information Board for the Millennium Sculpture project.  The Chairman will look into costs of these with the Clerk and complete the application form.
Information Commissioner- Data protection registration. Annual fee requested and agreed.

Application No KET/2015/0501 by Mr C Underwood for works to protected trees at the Coach House, Church Lane, Gt Cransley- received for information only.
Application No KET/2015/0397 by Mr Worth for 3 bay 1.5 storey garage with log store at Cranthorpe House, Gt. Cransley. A neighbour had written to CPC to say that she would support this.  
CPC agreed this should be supported.

Application No KET/2013/0306 re The Camp. KBC say the applicant has not complied with the conditions on the approval notice regarding the entrance path, and they will look into this. The Clerk to let Mr Southwell know. 

Development on Cox’s Lane Broughton:- The Name ‘Cransley Green’ on the advertisements is for marketing purposes only, and will not appear on any house addresses.  
15.53.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH 
NW :- Krisz Payne forwarded sent an email she had received from the police most of which had nothing to do with this area. To be circulated.
Northants Police Commissioner:-re Special Constables, this information to be circulated.
15.54.10. HIGHWAYS – Cllr. Appleby
Pavement in Church Lane:- Mrs Lacy had written as requested to Mr. Qureshi on 13 06.15 re the restricted width due to overgrown bushes, but none have been trimmed. Another letter will be sent asking for action on an urgent basis.
Lorries in Loddington Rd.:- Up to 30 six- wheeled lorries have been going to the loam company each day and speeding through the village.  Cllr. Appleby said at the moment it has stopped so maybe that contract is complete. He will monitor the situation and if necessary report to the Clerk who will write to KBC to ask how many lorries are allowed each day within the terms of the planning permission.

Car parking:- A car is permanently parked on the road at the T junction with Northfield Road. CPC this is nothing to do with this Council and any problems should be reported to the police.
