16.33.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
GCPC is very concerned about the lack of communication between itself, NW and the police. More crimes- two weeks ago- were brought to the attention of the Council at this meeting. A card put through a door about a previous crime could not be understood and on calling the police they could not understand it either. NW is given no information. There have now been about six crimes recently, all in the same area. The Chairman will contact Cllr. Hakewill.
