The Financial & Management Risk Assessment and the GCPC Asset register were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman.

The report received from the Internal Auditor and GCPC accounts etc. given to Cllrs. who agreed to the signing of AGAR forms, ie, the certificate of exemption AGAR 2018/2019 Part 2,  Section 2- Accounting Statements 2018/19 and Section 1- Annual governance Statement 2018/2019
19.15.8. PLANNING

App. KET/2018/0981 by Mr Stein for change of use of old weir house and sand washer to education centre and museum with added parking at Cransley Eco Park, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley- no update 

App. KET/2019/0089 by Mr Stein Cransley Eco Park CIC for 2 no. shepherd huts and 2 no. log cabins for use as holiday lets. Siting of mobile unit for use as café at Cransley Eco Park CIC, The Old Filter House, Eagle Lane, Great Cransley.   Application withdrawn.

Extension of Rothwell Truck stop:- Cllr. Hakewill sent details, Original Truckstop application to refuse by KBC was overturned by government inspector although it was an ‘exceptioonal departure from the development plan’. Alcohol is sold there and police are often checking drivers.  
19.16.9. PROPOSED DEFIBRILLATOR
 Discussion it was decided that GCPC should apply to KBC Capital Community Grant Scheme for a defibrillator. If the arrangement with the Heartbeat Trust is successful and a grant has been obtained, the grant can be given back to KBC. The Clerk to discuss this with Cllr. Bussey.

19.17.10. POLICE/NW 

Three grant fund until 31st May. This is essentially for prevention of crimes of various sorts.
Meeting with Stephen Mold  May 20th  No-one could attend.
Invitation to join Audit committee – to be circulated. 

19.18.11. HIGHWAYS
Grass cutting update:- Mrs Lacy has spoken to KBC and discussed areas of grass which should be cut and one area which is normally but was not done this latest time. Areas will be checked after the next cut. 
Street Light, Church Lane not working.:- not yet reported to KBC.

Footpaths:- Concerning the gate on the bridle way near Cransley Park which Cllr. Burton, footpath warden, finds is mostly locked. Cllr. Barnwell is dealing with this. Roger Knight – owner- says it is only locked when sheep are in the field. This appears to be untrue and the gate is mostly locked. The problem has been ongoing each year.
19.19.12 CVHMC MEETING
Cllr. Barnwell said hardcore needs to be put down on the area which has been dealt with for drainage. The ground needs levelling in this area to make room for more parking area.
There appeared to be no flooding during the recent heavy storms but the area will be continually watched. Cllr. Barnwell said he is applying for a grant to cover the drainage work on the site
The events schedule has been delivered to each house. The AGM is on the 24th May at 7pm.             Some new members have joined the committee or have agreed to help and others may join. 
19.20.13. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
Cllr. Burton gave an update on the three meetings which have so far been held, and date of the next meeting at the Village Hall, 29th MAY @ 7pm. Cllrs. agreed that a record should be kept of the number of hours used at the Village Hall, 13hrs. so far, and GCPC would pay at the end of the year as it does for Council meetings. A member of Broughton PC was invited to the to the last meeting and gave some interesting points to those present.
19.21.14 WAR MEMORIAL

Land Registration is still on going. Concerning a small information plaque, possibly in bronze, Cllr. Whalley will investigate whether a QR code can be incorporated.
