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Salary of Clerk:- this will remain at this level until March 2016.

Insurance:- CPC decided to use Came & Co for the year beginning 1st June 2015 and obtain more quotes. for the following year.

Request from Village Fund:- to finance Chronicle 2013-2014, £34.26p, ongoing.
Annual Accounts and Internal Audit:- The new internal auditor, John Marshall wishes the CPC to sign off the accounts before he inspects them, therefore Mrs Lacy gave relevant documents to Cllr. Ablett to check and he said they were correct. Payments, Receipts and Bank Reconciliation papers were also given to each Cllr. for their information. The Chairman and Clerk signed the appropriate documents. Mrs Lacy will meet the Internal Auditor on 10th June.
NCALC Pensions:- The clerk found the ‘Staging date’ from the website given by NCALC. The date for any Council which does not operate a PAYE scheme is 1st April 2017, this date has been given to NCALC as requested. NCALC will give support and information at the appropriate time.
Openness & Accountability training:- The first training date was fully booked and Mrs Lacy was not free to attend the next date but Cllr. D Whalley  has agreed to attend and will use the 2nd  £34 NALC voucher.

Finance for web-site:- The government has agreed to help smaller councils with this by giving NALC the necessary finance to distribute.
Came & Co Insurance payment due 1st June:- After discussion CPC agreed to stay with Came & Co for the year beginning 1st June and then seek other quotations for the following year/s.
15.8.8. PLANNING
Appeal by Ecotricity re Wind turbine at Orton:- The Appeal re the wind turbine at Aspenfield Farm has been set for 28th and 29th Oct. at KBC offices 

Application No KET/2015/0122 by A Qureshi  re protected trees at Cransley Hall. Cllrs are asked to look on line at this to see just where these trees to be felled or part felled are situated.
Application No KET/2015/0252 by Mr Judge for extension at 24 Loddington Rd. After discussion CPC agreed to support this application which would be an improvement visually.
New House at The Camp:- KBC had  approved this application and reneged on their promise to delay the decision for a few days until CPC had met and given its opinion. Cllr. Southwell had looked again at the application and said the details of materials/hard pavings should have been approved before the development had begun. He said the entrance drive  should be bounded by granite sets to be in keeping with those in Church Lane and in the conservation area. Concrete kerbs are not appropriate. CPC will write to KBC.
15.9.9. POLICE MATTERS/NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH 
No information received. CPC has not been informed in any way concerning the burglary in Loddington Rd or the missing person from Bridle Way. The Chairman will speak to NW co-ordinator, Krisz Payne to ascertain if NW was notified by police. 
15.10.10. HIGHWAYS
The Light at No 21 Loddington Rd :- is finally visible after many months. Mrs Lacy has thanked
 Cllr. Hakewill in case it was his influence which succeeded in the result.  The light diagonally opposite is still not working.
As Alan Southwell is no longer a Cllr. the Chairman asked for a volunteer. Cllr. Appleby offered as he walks in the village every day. Alan Southwell will be thanked for his time and work as a Cllr. and Highway Warden.
